First Day :Day Sahel Hashesh Cairo-Aswan

The two temples were Carved out of the mountainside during the
reign of Pharaoh Ramesses Il in the 13th century BC, Upon
arrival, Your Egyptologist guide will tell you all about one of the
greatest and most whimsical pharaohs in Egyptian history. Marvel
at the main facade of the Great Temple to Ramesses Il and its 4
statues of the pharaoh seated on his throne following his
advancing age. In theory, the main temple is dedicated to Amon-
Re Horakhty and Ptah, but in practice, it was constructed for the
greater glory of its builder, Ramses the Great. Continue to the
smaller temple of Ramesses' consort, Queen Nefertari, situated
right next to the Great Temple. Admire the impressive rock-cut
facade depicting the pharaoh and his queen. Re-board the coach
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at 09:00 for the return transfer to Aswan before, visit the High
Dam, The Phila temple Lunch will be served in Aswan before you
drive to Luxor, Overnight in Steigenberger Nile Palace

Rising out of the
desert Plain, in a series of terraces, The temple of Hatshepsut
Mergs with sheer limestone Cliffs of the eastern face of the
Theban Mountain as if Nature herself had built this Extraordinary
monument.

Visiting Colossi of Memnon

Colossi of Memnon are Two massive stone statues of king
Amenhotep Il are the only remains of a complete mortuary
temple.The statues are made from blocks of quartzite sandstone
which exist in Cairo then moved 700 KM to Luxor, The two statues
Know as the Colossi of Memnon, Rising about 18 M from the plain,
They are the remains of what once the largest complex on the
west bank, Built by Amenhotep the Third. At around noon you will
have lunch in a Local restaurant in Luxor, Then Visit The Temple
of Karnak -the largest ancient religious site known anywhere in the
world :
