In theory, the main temple is dedicated to Amon-
Re Horakhty and Ptah, but in practice, it was constructed for the
greater glory of its builder, Ramses the Great. Continue to the
smaller temple of Ramesses' consort, Queen Nefertari, situated
right next to the Great Temple. Admire the impressive rock-cut
façade depicting the pharaoh and his queen. Re-board the coach
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at 09:00 for the return transfer to Aswan before, visit the High
