The statues are made from blocks of quartzite sandstone
which exist in Cairo then moved 700 KM to Luxor, The two statues
Know as the Colossi of Memnon, Rising about 18 M from the plain,
They are the remains of what once the largest complex on the
west bank, Built by Amenhotep the Third. At around noon you will
have lunch in a local restaurant in Luxor, Then Visit The Temple
of Karnak  -the largest ancient religious site known anywhere in
the world :

Temple of Queen Hatshepsut

The Queen Hatshepsut temple is an Important Theban religious
and funerary site on the west bank of the Nile, opposite Luxor,
comprising temples and tombs dating from the early Middle
Kingdom to the Ptolemaic period. The site consists of a deep bay
in the Nebhepetra (Mentuhotep II).
